Temporary Closure of Highway 1 Westbound On-Ramp
from Lougheed Highway at Coleman Avenue

Beginning Saturday, April 10 at 10 p.m. until Monday, April 12 at 5 a.m., motorists are advised that the
Highway 1 westbound on-ramp at Coleman Avenue from Lougheed Highway will be temporarily closed.
Motorists accessing Highway 1 westbound will continue on Lougheed Highway and use the Brunette Avenue
on-ramp as shown on the map below.
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This temporary closure is required for construction crews to grade and repave the ramp.

The detour will be well-signed and drivers are asked to obey all posted construction speeds and watch for
construction information signs and flag persons. Drivers are reminded that traffic fines double in construction
zones.
