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CONSTRUCTION BULLETIN

Lane Shift on Highway 1 Eastbound in Coquitlam from  
Schoolhouse Street to Coleman Avenue 

Beginning July 25, 2009, motorists travelling on Highway 1 eastbound in the Cape Horn area are advised 
of the following traffic pattern change:

Eastbound lanes on Highway 1 between Schoolhouse Street and Coleman Avenue will be slightly narrowed 
and motorists will access the Mary Hill Bypass and Lougheed Highway exits 750 metres further east.

Travellers may notice that trucks will be accessing the work site directly from this location on Highway 1. 
Visual screens will be installed to help minimize disruption to traffic. 

Please exercise caution and obey posted signs throughout the corridor. This temporary traffic pattern 
change is required for Highway 1 improvements. 

A key goal of the Port Mann/Highway 1 Project is to maximize predictability during construction and  
minimize disruption for commuters, goods movers, residents and the public. Construction updates will be  
issued regularly as the project progresses. 

The Project
The Port Mann/Highway 1 Project is part of the Ministry of Transportation and 
Infrastructure’s Gateway Program, which will improve roads and bridges  
for people, goods and transit. The project is being delivered by the  
Transportation Investment Corporation with Kiewit/Flatiron General Partnership 
as the contractor.
