Highway 1 Temporary Nighttime Closures in Surrey and Langley

Temporary all lane traffic delays of up to 10 minutes each night on Highway 1 in Surrey and
Langley will continue through July 30" to clear right-of-way in preparation for
Highway 1 improvements.

To date, closures typically have been completed within 2 to 5 minutes and work crews will
continue to keep their length to a minimum. Scheduled work will affect all lanes intermittently
between midnight and 4 a.m. as follows:

» July 19 to July 22 on Highway 1 between 160" Street and 176" Street
« July 23 to July 30 on Highway 1 between 200" Street and 216" Street

Every effort is being made to minimize delays to the travelling public and minimize noise near
residential areas. Traffic pattern changes will be well signed and traffic control personnel and
equipment will be on site to direct traffic. Please exercise caution and obey flaggers and posted
signs throughout the corridor.

Following this work, ongoing nighttime single-lane closures will continue in this area throughout
the summer.
